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The diagram shows procedures in seizing movable asset until the
proceeds are ready to be distributed to judement creditors, according
to the case study in Enforcing Contracts questionnaire of The World
Bank’s boab Ease of Doing Business (www.doingbusiness.org).
All the procedures are standardized by Civil Procedure Code,
Ministerial Regulation on Enforcement Procedures Performed by
Enforcement Officer, Ministerial Decree on Setting Rules, Measures and
Conditions of the Public Auction, internal orders and euidelines of the
Legal Execution Department. The time stated maybe extended or
shortened upon interests of stakeholders in the case, i.e., judgment
creditor, judement debtor, or purchaser.
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The processes from the judement creditor requests the enforcement
officer to seize movable asset to the enforcement officer seizes
movable asset and notify the judement debtor of the seizure can be

carried out within one day.
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Judement creditor need to advance the amount of &,&oo Baht for the
enforcement fee in the case of movable asset). Subsequently,
the judgment creditor will be reimbursed the enforcement fee
once the asset of the judgment debtor is sold at the public auction

and the enforcement officer finishes the case accounting.
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Times stated in the procedures are in a case where;

- neither party in the case nor the third party files an objection or
motion to stay the enforcement proceedings with the court,

- the court does not grant the motion to stay the enforcement
proceedings,

- there is no complicated issues,

- there is no interference or objection to the public sale, and

- the movable asset is sold at the first date of the public sale, and

the purchaser pays at once and in full.
